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PREFACE

Luhri Hydro Electric Project is a Joint Venture of the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh and the Central Govt. and is
being implemented on Build Own Operate Maintain (BOOM) basis by the Satluj Jal Vidyut Nigam Limited (SJVNL). This
project was initially contemplated as a single stage project but later on was modified into a multi stage project involving 3
stages, on account of Social & environmental concerns. Luhri HEP Stage-1 is a Run of the River (RoR) scheme with
installed capacity of 210 MW, located on river Satluj, spread over Shimla and Kullu Districts of Himachal Pradesh. The
project has the potential to generate 758.20 Million Units of electricity annually.

Out of the total land required for the implementation of the project measuring 50.9712 hectares, 27-83-56
hectares lies in two villages of District Kullu which are Phatti Neether and Phatti Gadej. The land being acquired in Phatti
Neether is 18-09-98 hectares and in Phatti Gadej is 09-73-58 hectares. This R&R Scheme is prepared for the land
acquisition measuring 27-83-56 hectares pertaining to Phatti Gadej and Phatti Neether of District Kullu alone.

The Principal Secretary (Power) to the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh Shimla, has issued notification under
section 4 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act
2013 vide Notification no. MPP-F(5)-11/2016 date Sth January 2008 for carrying out the Social Impact Assessment for
the proposed Land Acquisition in Phatti Neether and Phatti Gadej of District Kullu. Subsequently, the Govt. of Himachal
Pradesh has issued preliminary notification No. MPP-F(5)-11-2016-I-loose dated 15t February 2020 under section 11(1)
of the Act ibid for the acquisition of land measuring 27-83-56 hectare (343-19-00 Bighas), out of which 18-09-98 hectare
is situated in Phatti Neether and 09-73-58 hectare in phatti Gadej of Kullu District of Himachal Pradesh. As per the
above notification, the Additional Deputy Commissioner, Kullu has been appointed as Administrator for the purpose of
preparing Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme under section 16 of the Right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act of 2013 read with Rule 7 of the H.P. Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement (Compensation, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement and Development Plan) Rules, 2016 for the affected families of the above villages. Thereafter door to door
survey and census of the affected families was carried out and completed by 31-08-2020. The Administrator, Kullu has
prepared the R&R Scheme Keeping in view the entitlements in respect of the affected families. The draft so prepared was
submitted to the Collector for review under section 16 of sub section (6) of ibid Act to Collector for review of the same.

The Committee under the Chairmanship of the District Collector constituted by the State Govt. for the said
purpose vide Notification No. Rev.B.A(3)-3/2014-I1I dated 10-12-2021 has reviewed the R&R draft. The said draft scheme
after minor changes has been approved by the Committee in its fourth and final meeting held on dated 07-09-2021 and



the same has been forwarded for approval under section 17(2) of the Act ibid with his suggestions for approval of the
Scheme.

Before according approval, a detailed meeting was conducted on 18-11-2021 by the undersigned with the
Deputy Commissioner, Kullu and representatives of SOVNL to discuss the R&R Scheme and to address the grievances
raised by the SJVNL. The main discussion arrived at in the meeting is with respect to the definition of affected families.
The meeting in detail examined the R&R Scheme prepared to ensure that the Scheme has been prepared strictly in
accordance with the Second and Third Schedules of the act ibid. Certain infirmities/shortcomings were noticed in the
draft R&R scheme with respect to the Second and Third Schedules regarding which District Collector Kullu was issued
necessary directions to insert corrections at appropriate places in the R&R scheme. Separate proceedings of the meeting
dated 18-11-2021 has been prepared which shall form part and parcel of the R&R Scheme (annexed as annexure-A).
After necessary corrections in the R&R scheme, the District Collector Kullu has again submitted the R&R Scheme for
approval. The undersigned has given thoughtful consideration and has minutely perused the R&R scheme. The
infirmities /shortcomings pointed out in meeting dated 18-11-2021 stand duly addressed by the District Collector.

Now I, A. Shainamol, (IAS), Divisional Commissioner, Mandi appointed vide notification dated 7t September
2015 issued by the Addl. Chief Secretary-cum-F.C.(Revenue) to the Govt. of Himachal Pradesh as Commissioner, R&R do
hereby accord approval of the said scheme by exercising the power conferred upon me under section 18 read with clause
1 of the section 11 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Act of 2013.

A) PERIOD FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:

e Land is being acquired for Dam purpose; therefore, this Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme shall be implemented 6 months prior to
submergence of land.
e Families being displaced shall be rehabilitated well before taking possession of dwelling houses.

e Rehabilitation and Resettlement monetary benefits detailed in this scheme shall be paid to the affected families along with compensation of
land.

B) BACKGROUND, HISTORY AND PROVISON FOR THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:
1. Luhri Hydro Electric Project Stage-I (210 MW) has been allotted to the M/S SJIVN Limited which is joint venture of Govt. of India and
Govt. of Himachal Pradesh, vide letter No. HPDOE/CE(Energy) Luhri HEP/Vol. 11/20117 4679-80 dated 29.08.2017 of the Director,
Energy, HP for construction and operation. For the execution of above project the Govt. of HP department of MPP & Power has issued
preliminary notification No. MPP-F(5)-11/2016-I-loose dated 15.02.2020 under Section 11(1) of the Right to Fair Compensation and
Transparency in and Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement Act, 2013(hereinafter Act, 2013) for the acquisition of land measuring
27.83.56 ha. (343-19-003 bighas), out of which 18.09.98 Ha. is situated in PhattiNeether and9.73.58 Ha. is situated in Phatti Gadej,
Sub-Tehsil Neether, Distt. Kullu, in favour of M/S SJVN Ltd. In the above notification, the Additional is Deputy Commissioner, Kullu
S/ has been appointed as Administrator for preparing the Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme (hereinafter R&R Scheme) under
Section 16 of Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of the HP Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in and Acquisition, Rehabilitation
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&Resettlement (Compensation, Rehabilitation and Resettlement and Development Plan) Rules, 2016 (hereinafter Rules, 2016) for the
affected families of above villages.

Rule 7 of the Rules, 2016 provides that upon publication of the preliminary notification under Section 11(1) of Act, 2013,
Administrator has to conduct a survey and undertake a census of the affected families within a period of two months. The notification
was published in the State Gazette on dated 24.03.2020 and in the newspapers on dated 01.05.2020. Keeping in view the last date of
publication, door to door survey and census of the affected families was required to be completed by 30.06.2020. But due to Covid-19
and transfer of concerned Naib Tehsildar, this task could not be started and completed within the stipulated period. Therefore, request
was made to the Addl. Chief Secretary (MPP & Power) to the Govt. of HP vide letter No.862/DRA dated 07.07.2020 for extension of
survey and census work till 31.08.2020.

Before start of door to door survey and census the provision of the Act 2013 and Rules 2016 were gone through thoroughly, the
definitions given in the Act 2013 were found appropriate to discuss the same which are relevant for the preparation of the
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme. Therefore, such definitions provided under Section 3 of the Act 2013, are reproduced as

under: -

Definitions

¢) “Affected Family” includes:

a) A family whose land or other immovable property has been acquired.

b) A family which does not own any land but a member or members of such family may be agricultural labourers, tenants
including any form of tenancy or holding of usufruct right, share croppers or artisans or who may be working in the affected
area for three year prior to the acquisition of land, whose primary source of livelihood stand affected by the acquisition of
land.

c¢) The Schedule Tribes and other traditional forest dwellers who have lost any of their forest rights recognized under the

Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act2006 due to acquisition of land.
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d) Family whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is dependent on forest or water
bodies and includes gatherers of forest produce, hunters, fisher’s folk and boatmen and livelihood is affected due to

acquisition of the land.

e) A member of the familywho has been assigned land by the State Government or the Central Government under any of its

scheme and such land is under acquisition.

f) A family residing on any land in the urban areas for proceeding three years or more prior to the acquisition of land or

whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is affected by the acquisition of such land.

k) “Displaced Family”means any family, who on account of acquisition of land has to be relocated and resettled from the affected

area to the resettlement area.

m) “Family”includes a person, his or her spouse minor children, minor brother and minor sister dependent on him
provided that widows, divorcees and women deserted by families shall be considered separate families
Explanation- An adult of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependents shall be considered as a separate family

for the purpose of this Act.

r)“Land owner” includes any person;
(i) Whose name is recorded as the owner of the land or building or part thereof, in the record of the authority concerned, or
(ii) Any person who is granted forest rights under the Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of
Forest Rights) Act 2006 or under any other law for the time being in force; or
(iii) who is entitled to be granted Patta rights on the land under any law of the State including assigned lands; or

(iv) any person who has been declared as such by an order of the court or authority.
S/ t) “Landless”means such persons or class of persons who may be, —

(i) considered or specified as such under any State law for the time being in force, or
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(ii) in a case of landless not being specified under sub-clause (i), as may be specified by the appropriate Government;

The Himachal Pradesh Grant of Nautor land to landless persons, other eligible persons scheme, 1975 defines the definition of

landless as under;

(a) landless person means a person who holding no land for agricultural purposes, whether as an owner or a tenant, earns his
livelihood principally on manual labour on land and intends to take the profession of agriculture and is capable of cultivating
the land personally.

4. Thus, in view of the provision given in the definition of the word “family” vide clause (m) of section 3 of the Act 2013, it is quite clear
that for the purposes of this Act and for the finalization of the Resettlement and Rehabilitation Scheme, the adult members of a
household of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependants are to be considered as a separate family. And all such
families shall be in the category of the “affected families” if they satisfy the conditions laid in sub clause (i) to (vi) of the clause (c) of

Section 3 of the Act 2013which defines the “affected family”.

5. After joining of Naib Tehsildar, the field survey and census work started by the field revenue staff of Sub Tehsil Neethar. There are 327
and 100 landowners, whose lands are being acquired, in Phatti Neethar and Gadej respectively. All these landowners come under the
definition of ‘Affected Family’ as per Section- 3(c) of the Act 2013 thus making them entitled for the benefits provided to ‘affected
families’ under Schedule-2 of the Act 2013. Out of above landowners some landowners were residing at unknown places as their
address was not forthcoming even after making enquiry from neighbour landowners. My predecessor also visited the site on dated 06
and 07-08-2020 and field staff were made aware of the provisions of the Act and Rules. During discussion, the field staff reported
difficulties being faced by them in collection of data which were sorted out. Besides, the deputations of Phatti Neether/Dehra and Gade;.
They were also heard persuaded to assist the field staff in collection of data and to find out the address/Mobile Nos. of those landowners
who are residing out of the affected area. During the above visit, lands at both sites were also seen which is contiguous to right bank of
river Satluj and area is agricultural land but some portion of land of Gadej is barren and some portion undulated due to extraction of

sand and stones.

6. Finally, even after hindrance caused due to Covid-19 and field difficulties, survey of all kind of trees, structures enumerated in the

presence of landowners and after door to door survey & census data pertaining to landowners and tenants their land holding, Aadhar
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No., land under acquisition, landless agriculture labourers who lost livelihood due to acquisition of land, common and Govt. property
under acquisition, displaced families, infrastructure in the affected area, traders or businesses, village artisans in the affected area,
landless and houseless families and Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes families, handicapped or physically challenged persons in

the affected area etc. were collected.

Elements of R&R Scheme:-

With regard to the R&R Scheme it is pertinent to mention here that the Second Schedule of the Act, 2013 provides the elements of
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Entitlements for all the affected families in addition to those provided in the First Schedule. On the
basis of this Schedule all elements of Rehabilitation and Resettlement entitlements are required to be worked out. Therefore, for the sake

of convenience to work out the entitlements, the relevant provisions are reproduced as under:-

In this Phatti land measuring 18.09.98 Ha. from 327 affected families is under acquisition, which is contiguous to right bank of river
Satluj and this area is known as “Shanah”. Prior to bifurcation of Gram Panchayat Neether, Shanah was part of Neether Panchayat but
during 1995 this Panchayat was bifurcated and separate Gram Panchayat Dehra came into existence. The geological area of “Shanah”
which was earlier part of GP Neethar now forms the part of Gram Panchayat Dehra, though landowners of “Shanah are residents of
both Panchayats. In the revenue records, both Panchayats fall in Phatti Neether which ranges from the righ bank of River Satluj to top of
the hill. Both the Gram Panchayats are divided by road and geological area below road including “Shanah” falls in Gram Panchayat
Dehra and geological area above road falls in Gram Panchayat Neether. In view of this, landowners of both panchayats were included in

the survey and census for R&R entitlements.

Public Hearing

Above draft R&R Scheme has been given wide publicity in the affected area in accordance with provisions of relevant Act and Rules.
After wide publicity of above draft scheme 3 weeks notice was served upon the interested persons intimating therein date, time and venue
of public hearing and to file objections, if any, with regard to above draft scheme. Accordingly, public hearing for Neether was fixed for
03.12.2020 and for Mohal Gadej 04.12.2020. But, due to Pandemic Covid-19 public hearing could not be conducted on fixed dates. Next
date was fixed for Phatti Neether for 16.12.2020 and for Phatti Gadej 17.12.2020 and SDM Anni was authorised to conduct the hearing.
On 16.12.2020 public hearing fixed at Neether could not be materialised, hence postponed. On 17.12.2020 the SDM Anni conducted the
public hearing successfully. Public hearing for Phatti Neether was conducted on dated 28.01.2021 after giving proper notice to all
interested persons and by affixing the posters in the concerned area. On this date affected persons were heard properly and their objections
and suggestions were recorded which is as under: -

Sh. Vivek Thakur, Village Anns:-

Land situated in revenue village Neether is under process of land acquisition since 2010 for which notification under Land
Acquisition Act, 1894 was also issued due to which land owners left cultivation. Similarly, the residential houses in this area
vacated and started to reside other places as a result of above notification for acquisition of land. Now in draft R&R Scheme
such houses have been depicted as Gair Rihaishi (Non-residential). Therefore, compensation for this damages and loss be
provided to the land owners who were served with notice under provisions of Land Acquisition Act, 1894 during 2010.

31 houses were shown under acquisition in the Table No. N-3. Out of which only 07 families were shown as displaced
families which is incorrect. All such house loosers shall be considered as displaced families on the pattern of Chamera Hydro
Electric Project Stage-3 and Dhaulasidh Hydro Electric Projects.

All the Project affected families of LHEP Stage-1 be provided the benefit of reimbursement of medical expenses.

All small scale and large-scale business units which are being affected by the project may be compensated after proper
assessment.

Left out nominal land which became unviable due to acquisition of large parcel of land may also be acquired.

Vulnerable group may also be included in the R&R scheme.

Those families may be given additional compensation whose land had been acquired under 1894 Act.

Alternative arrangement before submergence of Public utilities such as Path, Jhula, Cremation ground, Spring water etc. be
made and baseline survey be conducted involving the local people.

Land comprising Khasra No. 1876 is in our cultivation & possession from prior to 1952 which is coming under submergence.
This land has not been included in the acquisiotion proceedings.

Sh. Nargesh Katoch, Advocate: -

While preparing R&R Scheme under section 16 there are some objections of the affected persons which may be reviewed and
corrected under section 17.

There is a scarcity of drinking water supply in village Neether and Dehra for which necessary arrangement be made.

Educated and trained member of project affected families be given employment and other be given technical training for
getting employment in the project.

One time payment of 5 lac in lieu of employment is not sufficient which require minimum increase of 20 lac.

Left out nominal land which became unviable due to acquisition of large parcel of land may also be acquired.

There are some houses at the site of acquisition and after acquisition of land such houses shall become un-useful which may
also be acquired.

In the draft R&R scheme there is no mention of Eco-friendly and agricultural Projects such as Fish ponds, Dairy, Piggery,
Poultry farm, Vegetable and fruit processing plants etc. which can generate regular income of the people of the area.

One time resettlement allowance be increased from Rs. 50000/- to Rs. 10 lac.

Landless persons have not been identified properly. The affected families having nominal land and those families having no
land after acquisition be considered as landless persons.

Sh. Kapoor Thakur, Resident Shanah: -

90% of their land is being acquired, rest of 10% which became unviable may also be acquired.

At the site of acquisition there are some small houses. After acquisition of land such houses shall become unuseful to the land
owners. Therefore, theses house may also be acquired.

All affected families may be given employment or one time payment of 10 lac instead of 5 lac.

There is an acute shortage of drinking and irrigation water in the affected area and therefore to resolve the problem of the area
lift irrigation scheme may be provided.

In the affected area only one Primary Health Centre is functioning where essential medical facilities are not available. This
PHC may be linked with NHM and Specialist Doctor be provided which shall facilitate 7-8 Panchayats of the area.

In the affected area one Central/ DAV School upto 8" Class may be opened.

There is no community hall in affected area of Village Neether and Dehra. Therefore, one community hall may be constructed
near the premises of Budha Mahadev Mandir.

Sh. Dayal Singh Katoch R/o Shanah: -

There is deposit of usable sand under the land being acquired and market value of such sand is 50 lac per bigha. Therefore,
cost of the land may be determined keeping in view the value of sand at the acquisition site.

Sh. Joginder Chauhan R/o Moin: -

The land owners of village Moin are opposing the acquisition of land for mining purpose since 2010. Due to this mining
people of the affected area shall suffer financially. Therefore, we still oppose for acquisition of land for mining purpose.

Sh. Jagdish Thakur, Pradhan Gram Panchayat Neether:-

People are unaware as to whether this panchayat is covered under affected panchayat or not.

There is scarcity of drinking water supply in the affected area, therefore before start of project the drinking water problem be
resolved.

All affected families be provided employment in the project.

During construction period, their cash crop shall damage due to pollution. Therefore, such losses be compensated.

Left out land in Shanah site be also acquired.

Fund received under LADA be provided to affected panchayats for development activities.

Free electricity be provided to affected panchayat.

Smt. Saroj Bala, Pradhan Gram Panchayat Dehra:-

Compensation of land be given to the land owners of village Neether at par with the compensation being given in Shimla
District.

All affected families be provided employment in the Project.

Problem of drinking water supply be resolved by the Project Management at their own level as early as possible.

Community Hall be constructed in village Neether, Dehra and Moin.

Alternative arrangement before construction of Project of Public utilities such as path, Jhula, Crimination ground etc. be made
well before construction of Project.

DAYV School be opened in the Panchayat.

Sh. Jitender Pal R/o Neether:-

Definition of landless may be explained in the R&R Scheme.
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i) There is a problem of frequent power cut in the affected area. This may be resolved at the earliest.
1ii) Sh. Dalip Singh and Sh. Jitender Pal be nominated as member of R&R Committee.

v) 1% precent out of Project dividend be provided to all land loosers.
V) One time resettlement allowance be increased from Rs. 50000/- to Rs. 5 lac.

1) Land for land provision be made in the R&R Scheme

10 Sh. Govind Singh R/o0 Moin
1) No. of employment being generated by the Project, be made clear in the R&R Scheme.

1) No. of employment being generated by the Project be made clear.

i1) Drinking water supply problem be resolved.

ii1))  For deployment of vehicles in the Project on contract basis priority be given to the affected Panchayats.

1v) One Central School be opened in the area.

V) Left out land in Shanah be acquired.

vi) Alternative arrangement before submergence of Public utilities such as Path, Jhula, Cremation ground etc. be made.
vii)  Sufficient funds under LADA and CSR be provided to affected panchayat.

viii) 1% precent out of Project dividend be provided to all land loosers.

12 Sh. Baldev Thakur R/o Anns:-

1) Employment to the landless families be given at the time of start of Project construction.
1) Contract period of vehicles hired from affected Panchayats be increased.

13 Sh. Surender Kumar R/o Anns:-

1) There is resentment among people of the affected area that the Project Authorities never give reply to their application/
representation etc. direction be given to Project Authorities to give reply of the application/ representation etc.

Specific report on the claims and objections raised in the public hearing: -

My predecessor has heard the interested persons and also gone through the written objections/suggestions filed by them.
Some of the interested persons pointed out, in writing as well orally, some error in the R&R report which, after verification from record,
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has been corrected in the report. With regard to claim of damages caused due notification issued by Department of MPP and Power of
Government of Himachal Pradesh vide notification no. Vidhyut-Cha-(5)-11/2010 dated 19" May 2010 the issue shallbe examined by a
Committee under the chairmanship of Sub Division Magistarte, Anni alongwith members of Project Authority and the recommendations
(if any shall be incorporated in this R&R Scheme subsequently, after approval of competent authority. Most of the
objections/suggestions of the interested persons are common and related to Requiring Body. Therefore, Requiring Body must adhered to
the R&R Scheme entiltaining all benefits being provided by the Project under their various schemes and polices of State Govt. Interested
persons want to know as to whether Gram Panchayat Neether is coming under affected panchayat or not. It is made clear that land is
being acquired in Phatti Neether, therefore, this panchayat is well within the definition of ‘affected panchayat”.

As far as issue of acquisition of left out land,the field visit/inspection has been conducted and matter has accordingly been
reported to the State Govt. Public utilities which will be damaged due to construction of project haves already been identified and
tabulated at Table No. N-6. The Requiring Body shall not undertake construction work until and unless alternatives are provided so that
people of the area may not suffer. Regarding providing financial assistance to Small and Large Scale business, during survey and census
no such unit was found in the affected area. There is no provision to provide additional compensation to those families whose land has
been acquired under repealed Act. Regarding eco-friendly and agricultural projects, the Project Management should explore such
possibilities and provide provisions in their departmental R&R plan. So far as identification of displaced families are concerned, the
same has been identified strictly in accordance with provisions of Act, 2013 and after proper field verification from concerned Panchayat
Secretary and Naib Tehsildar Neether. Only 14 families are identified as displaced families, rest of 21 families are not falling under the
ambit of displacement as reported of NT Neether. Some land owners after marriage are residing their in-laws house due to which such
land owners are ineligible to be considered as displaced family. To nominate one more member for R&R Committee is concerned, the
Govt. of H.P. has already constituted the committee.

During the hearing all the interested persons have brought to my notice that there is acute shortage of drinking water supply in
Village Neether and Dehra. Project authorities shall explore the possibilities of providing of drinking water to both affected villages in
consultation with Jal Shakti Vibagh. Regarding increase of one-time payment of 5 lac to 20 lac in lieu of employment and one-time
resettlement allowance of 50000/- to 5 lac, this issue pertains to whole of State and State Govt. has to take decision as per the provisions
of the Act. During the hearing affected persons requested for the acquisition of their houses constructed near the land under acquisition to
look after such land because the same shall be rendered useless to the land owners due to acquisition of their land. The Committee
headed by the Sub Division Magistaret, Anni comprising of members from Project Authorities shall examine this case and, if possible,
land owners be compensated. Applications received from S/Sh./Smt. Vivek Thakur, Amit Thakur, Rekha Devi, Ram Singh, Jitender
Paul, Deepak Kumar and Bhupinder claiming therein that they are becoming landless and houseless. Verification of such applications
were got done through the Naib Tehsildar Neether who has reported that these applicants are not falling in the category of landless and
houseless. During verification from the Naib Tehsildar Neether claim for some interested persons found incorrect.
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Regarding strengthening of Primary Health Centre and opening of Central/DAV school up to 8™ Standard and construction of
community hall, the Requiring Body shall look into the matter and if possible, such provisions can be added to this R&R Scheme.. With
regard to assessment of cost of land keeping in view the deposit of sand at acquisition site, the rate shall be determined strictly in
accordance with section 26 of the RFCTLARR Act, 2013 and rate of land shall be announced to the land owner at the appropriate time
by the Collector Land Acquisition.

Regarding reimbursement of medical expenses, crop damages due to pollution, demand of free electricity, providing of 1%
out of dividend to affected familiesand providing of funds to panchayats for development activities:- There is a Govt policy to
compensate such damages, and to provide free electricity to affected families, allotment of funds under LADC etc., the project authorities
should, as suggested above, make provisions for all these issues as per the LADF policy nd other relevant of the State Government. So
far as land for land is concerned there is no provision in the Act to provide land for the land loosers in case of acquisition of land for the
construction of Hydro- ElectricProjects. Project may ennsure that vehicles of affected family are hired on contract basis for which
preference should be given to landless and vulnerable groups and to explore the possibility of extension of contract period. There is a
resentment in the public that the Project Management never gives response to their applications/ representations. Project Managenet must
ensure that the grievances of the public should be attended properly and replies to their applications/representation are given well in time.
Regarding acquisition of land comprising Khasra No. 1876 is concerned, this issue does not fall in R&R scheme.

Phatti Gadej-

On dated 17.12.2020 SDM Anni conducted the public hearing at Gram Panchayat Gadej at Bayal. In the hearing following interested
persons shared their views and observations with regard to draft R&R scheme which is being discussed hereinafter.

1 Sh. Noor Ali R/o Koyal:-
1) Compensation of land in village Bhadrash, Distt Shimla is being given @ Rs. 40 lac per bigha. The same rate be given for the
land in Phatti Gade;.
i1) He owned only 02 biswa land which is under acquisition. Earlier Govt of HP has allotted land measuring 0-05 biswa but the
same has not been recorded in the revenue record. Therefore, he is entitled for house site and constructed house.
ii1)) He demanded to maintain the graveyard existing at Village Badrash, District Shimla.

2 Sh. Joginder Kaith R/o Koyal:-

1) Necessary provision for employment and compensation be made.
1) Vehicles of affected families be hired.
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Sh. Aashish Negi R/o Koyal:-

1) All the family members who are owner of the land and under acquisition be provided employment in the Project.
i) In lieu of employment one time payment of Rs. 20 lac be made.
111) Compensation of land be given at par with District Shimla.

Sh. Yaman Sarkaik R/o Koyal:-

1) Definition of R&R Scheme and R&R allowance is not clear.

i) My mother’s name has not been mentioned in the R&R Scheme.

ii1) Landless families be given priority in employment.

iv) Circle rate of Mohal Neether has been decreased whereas in this phatti the rate of land was 62 lac per bigha during 2010.
V) All affected families be provided a copy of R&R Scheme.

Sh. Anil Goswami R/o Koyal

1) Rate of land has not been informed to the land owners. Land for land provision be kept in the R&R Scheme.

i1) Their land has been considered as uncultivable whereas the same is cultivable and fertile land.

i11) In lieu of employment one-time payment be given to him.

1v) One time payment of Rs 5 lac in lieu of employment without considering the quantum of land under acquisition is not fair and

practical.

Sh. Capt. Singha R/o Satiuan (Koyal):-

1) Land owner has not been informed the rate of land and date of payment of compensation.

1) The additional benefits which are to be provided to Handicapped/disabled persons has not been mentioned in the scheme.
Sh. Durga Dev R/o Nirmand:-

1) Rs. 5 lac as one-time payment in lieu of employment is not justifiedbecause this amount is not sufficient for livelihood of their
children.

i1)) Employment for the landlooser in Projectbe ensured.

Specific report on the claims and objections raised in the public hearing: -

There is general demand of affected families to provide compensation at par with District Shimla without any discrimination.

Compensation of the land shall be determined strictly in accordance with the provisions of Act, 2013 and fair and reasonable
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compensation as per Act shall be provided. No residential house of Noor Ali is under acquisition; hence, he is not entitled for house
site and constructed house. Applications were received from S/Sh. Sushil Kumar, Vijay Kumar and Fakir Chand claiming therein that
they are becoming landless and houseless. Verification of such applications were got done through the Naib Tehsildar Neether who has
reported that these applicants are not falling in the category of landless and houseless. Damages to community utilities like graveyards
have also been discussed in the table No-G-6. The committee headed by Sub Division Magistarte longwith members of Project
Auhtorities, shall examin this issue and make detailed recommendations in this regard so that the same can later be incorporated in the
R&R Scheme after approval of the competenent Authority. There is no provision to provide special assistance to handicapped and
disabled persons. Most of other views and observations of the interested persons are similar to those of Neether and Dehra panchayats
interested persons which have been already replied above. Members of the affected families who have opted for employment are
eligible for employment in the Project. Regrading definition of R&R Scheme and R&R allowance, the R&R scheme is formulated
under Section 16 of the Act 2013 depicting therein the property under acquisition, other common/ public utilities being affected and
elements of R&R entitlements in addition to compensation of property under acquisition. The R&R allowance is one of such elements
provided under Second Schedule of Act, 2013 and under this element each affected family is required to be given a one time
resettlement allowance of Rs. 50,000/- only. Name of those interest persons are listed in the R&R Scheme who are having land in their
name or tenant and recorded as such in the revenue record. There is no change in classification of land, whatever recorded in revenue
record the same is being considered. Against of the column of Sh. Anil Goswami, provision of one time payment of Rs 5 lac in lieu of
employment has been made in the R&R Scheme.

Recommendation/Conclusion: -

1. The main observation/ demand of the interested person is to provide employment to affected families who have opted for
employment. It is the obligation on the part of Requiring Body to provide employment to those families who have opted for
employment. Therefore, Requiring Body must ensure that employment be provided to all such member of the families listed
in the R&R Scheme in accordance with Sr. 4 (a) of Second Schedule of Act, 2013. While providing employment preference
must be given to landless families, vulnerable groups, handicapped, disabled persons and quantum of land under acquisition.

2. 11 families are being displaced due to acquisition of land. Out of which 07 families are having their own land for construction
of house. Remaining 04 families have no house site for the purpose. Therefore, Khasra No. 1032 and 1034 situated in Phatti
Gadej have been identified for the rehabilitation of above families in consonance of Project Authorities as well as land
owners. The land owners of said private land has also submitted their consent to sale out this land. Project Management shall
purchase above land for house site after observing all codal formalities and hand over to undersigned for allotment to the
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displaced families within 02 months from the date of approval of this R&R Scheme by the Commissioner R&R. All such
families shall not be displaced until and unless constructed house is provided to each family. The provions for this purpose is
provided in this R&R Scheme be strictly adhrered by the Project Authority.

Landowners appearing at Sr. No. 220, 221 and 222 are residing out of State and their present address, even after all efforts, is
not forthcoming. Public notice be published in the newspaper in this behalf giving detail of land under acquisition from my
office. After getting contact with them, their benefits should be given to them as per R&R Scheme.

Landowners appearing at Sr. No. 325, 326 and 327 in Phatti Neether, Sr. No. 99 and 100 in Phatti Gadej are reported to have
died but mutations have not been attested as legal heirs are not forthcoming. NT Neether shall see it personally and get
mutation attested at the earliest and after attestation of mutations be intimated to the undersigned regarding legal heirs of
deceased landowners for taking further necessary action. In such cases, the benefit be given to the person who became land
owner post mutation.

To all displaced families, the Project Management shall construct the dwelling houses and toilets as per provisions of Second
Schedule of RFCTLARR Act, 2013.

During public hearing at Neether, the interested persons stated that there is acute shortage of drinking water in Gram
Panchayat Neether & Dehra and requested for resolving this issue through the Project Management. The demand of public
seems to be genuine. The SJVN is known for concern shown for the implementation of various public welfare schemes in the
State and out of the state under Corporate Social Responsibility scheme and their other polices. In this case too, the STVN
should come forward and mitigate the problems of the people.

As stated above, most of the objections/ suggestions of the affected persons are common and related to Requiring Body like
damages of cash crop due to pollution, providing fund under LADA/CSR, free electricity, providing of 1% dividend to
affected families, deployment of vehicle in the project and increase of contract period etc. To mitigate all such problems, there
are state Govt. policies and policy of the Requiring Body. The Requiring Body shall ensure the compliance of all the policies
of the state as well as their own organistian and proactively resolve the issues.

Public utility tabulated at N-6 and G-6 are likely to be submerged, therefore Requiring Body must ensure to provide
alternative permanent arrangement in consultation with concerned panchayats well before submergence. A committee under
the chairmanship of SDO(C) Anni consisting Project Head, concerned Tehsildar, representatives of HPPWD, Jal Shakti
Departments and also the Pradhan of affected Gram Panchayats is proposed to be consitiuted to ensure that the familes have
the facilies as before .

. After finalization of this scheme, any alteration/ addition and correction required in the R&R Scheme, the same be informed

to undersigned for taking further action with due approval of compentent authority.

.Rs. 11,86,17,000/- for Phatti Neether has been worked out as R&R monetary entitlement. Out of this amout Rs.

11,66,29,000/- be deposited in the designated account of Collector Land Acquisition and Rs. 19,88,000/- be retained by the
Requiring Body for the construction of dwelling houses and toilets. Similarly, Rs. 3,38,75,000/- for Phatti Gadej has been
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worked out as R&R monetary entitlements. This amount be deposited with the Collector Land Acquisition, immediately after
approval of this R&R Scheme by the Commissioner R&R. The Collector Land Acquisition shall disburse this amount

alongwith compensation of land after passing R&R award for each affected family in terms of the entitlements provided in the
Second Schedule of the Act 2013.

At the very outset, the undersigned welcomed all the officials present in the meeting. The undersigned apprised the
participants that this meeting has been convened for discussing the proposed draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme

for the Luhri Hydro Electric Project Stage-1 and also to consider the grievances of SJVN limited with regard to the same.

The discussion started with AGM, SJVNL, raising following concerns about the proposed Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Scheme:-

1- She submitted that for the construction of Luhri Hydro Electric project Stage-I, private land is being acquired from 427
land owners of Phatti Neether and Gadej and most of the land owners are losing land so negligible that livelihood of such
families cannot be said to be dependent on such small piece of land. She submitted that section 16(1) (b) of the Right to
Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 clearly states that those affected families whose livelihoods are lost
and those who were primarily dependent on the lands being acquired only to be covered in Rehabilitation and

Resettlement scheme but in the proposed draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme all persons whose lands are

acquired are included. She submitted that Administrator R&R and Collector R&R failed to interpret the section 16(1)(b) of
ibid Act in right perspective. The undersigned pointed out that section 16(1)(b) does not alone define the term ‘affected
families’. The definition of affected families is given in section 3 where no such distinction is being made as pointed out by
SJVNL. And as such all the affected families are entitled for the benefits of Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme as per

Act.

She submitted that in page No 146 Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme, it is mentioned that with regard to the claim
of damages caused due to the issuance of Notification 2010, the project Management should examine this issue and in
case of any loss sustained by the land owner, the same be compensation but there is no such provision in the Act of 2013
to this effect. In reply the District Collector, Kullu agreed that word “Project Management” is not mentioned in the Act and
that it can be deleted. The undersigned directed the District Collector, Kullu that necessary deletion be made in page no

146 and Word “Project management” be deleted.

She pointed out that in page no. 146 of R&R Scheme, it is specifically mentioned that “Requiring body must formulate
departmental Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme depiction there in all benefits being provided by the project under
their various schemes and policies of State Government but there is no such provision in the Act for preparing
Departmental R&R Scheme. In Reply, the District Collector, Kullu assured the undersigned that departmental R&R plan

will be replaced with word Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme in the draft.

The representatives of SUVNL submitted that area and cost of land to be purchased should be mentioned in the
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme and there is no provision in the Act which states to adopt pattern for similar
projects for rehabilitation of affected families. It is submitted that in Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme, it is
mentioned that the project management should follow the rehabilitation of affected families without any discrimination as
per RHEP. This issue also needs to be reviewed by the Rehabilitation and Resettlement Committee for proper
rehabilitation of all such displaced families” Such lines should not be written in draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement
Scheme. In reply Collector submitted that if the worthy Commissioner so directs than the word RHEP shall be omitted
from Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme. The undersigned directed the District Collector for the deletion of RHEP

from Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme and necessary amendments be also made in the Scheme.
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5- She submitted that in point No 8 of Recommendation /conclusions of Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme, it is
mentioned that public utility tabulated at N-6 and G-6 are likely to be submerged, therefore requiring body must ensure
to provide alternative permanent arrangements in consultation with concerned Panchayat before Rehabilitation and
Resettlement Scheme. She further added that alternative arrangements should be suggested with cost and timelines. In
reply the District Collector, Kullu submitted that this will take considerable time which will procrastinatethe execution of
work of project. The undersigned suggested that a committee under the Chairmanship of Sub Divisional Magistrate
concerned may be constituted which will identify suitable land for public utility etc. in consultation with concerned
Panchayat & SJVN authorities and that the approval of R&R scheme need not be delayed on account of this. It was also
directed that in R&R Scheme a spate pare be incorporated in which above suggestions be elaborately mentioned and after
approval of Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme, SDM concerned may also be supplied the copy of Rehabilitation and

Resettlement scheme.

Issues raised by Divisional Commissioner:

1. The undersigned enquired the District Collector, Kullu District Kullu (H.P) regarding land identified for the Resettlement of
the displaced families. The District Collector, Kullu submitted that Khasra No. 1032 and 1034 of Phatti Gadej which are
owned and possesses by the private persons have been identified for the rehabilitation of displaced families and this land
will be purchased by SJVNL from the private owners within 2 months from the date of approval of Resettlement &

Rehabilitation Scheme.

2. The undersigned enquired the representative of SUVNL and District Collector, Kullu regarding providing public Utilities to
the affected persons who will be resettled in Phatti Gadej, In response to this query, the representatives of SJVNL
submitted that in Schedule-3 of proposed R&R Scheme, this issue has been superficially addressed. They submitted that
02 Cremation grounds, 01 Jhulla, 01 Bridges, 04 Paths, 01 Pipelines, 01 Spring water and 04 Irrigation Kuhals in phatti
Neether and 01 Jhulla, 02 Cremation grounds and 02 paths affected in Phatti Gadej, shall be provided. The undersigned
directed the District Collector, Kullu to incorporate necessary infrastructural facilities in accordance with Schedule-3 of
the Act.

3. The undersigned enquired the District Collector, Kullu regarding the method which shall be adopted in assessing the

Market value of structure/houses. On this point the District Collector, Kullu submitted that Market value of
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structure/houses shall be assessed by the HPPWD as per law and on assessed amount 100% Solatium shall be granted to
the affected families in addition to the admissible additional amount @ 12% as per the Rights to Fair Compensation and

Transparency in land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013.

4. The undersigned intended to know whether there is any encroachment on Govt. Land which is subject matter of
acquisition and also whether any structure if raised what compensation would be given to encroacher, In reply to this
query, the District Collector, Kullu submitted that there is one such case where someone has constructed a structure on
02-00 biswa of Govt. land which is also under acquisition, and inconsequence thereof, he would become houseless. In this
case he shall be given compensation of structure only excluding the land after assessment as per law. The District
Collector, Kullu also informed that the concerned Sub Divisional Magistrate has been directed to consider this case under

the Forest Right Act provisions.

Conclusions

The undersigned suo-moto pointed out that schedule-II and III of proposed draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme is
not strictly in accordance with the schedule-II and III of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013. So, the proposed draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme may
be amended accordingly by suitably incorporating the left-out items. All the typing mistakes/sentences etc. already
mentioned in the meeting may be rectified and the amended draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme may be submitted

for approval at the earliest. (Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme draft copies enclosed).

In the end, undersigned thanked the District Collector, Kullu and representative of SJVN Ltd. for attending this

meeting and expressed the hope that these proceedings would be completed within stipulated time.
