A) PERIOD FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:

e Land is being acquired for Dam purpose; therefore, this Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme shall be implemented 6 monthsprior to
submergence of land.
e Families being displaced are rehabilitated well before taking possession of dwelling houses.
e Rehabilitation and Resettlement monitory benefits detailed in this scheme be paid to the affected families along with compensation of land
B) BACKGROUND, HISTORY AND PROVISON FOR THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:
1. Luhri Hydro Electric Project Stage-1 (210 MW) has been allotted to the M/S SJVN Limited which is joint venture of Govt. of
India and Govt. of Himachal Pradesh vide letter No. HPDOE/CE(Energy) Luhri HEP/Vol. 11/20117 4679-80 dated 29.08.20170f
the Director, Energy, HP for construction and operation. For the execution of above project the Govt. of HP department of MPP
& Power has issued preliminary notification No. MPP-F(5)-11/2016-1-loose dated 15.02.2020 under Section 11(1) of the Right
to Fair Compensation and Transparency in and Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement Act, 2013 (hereinafter Act, 2013) for
the acquisition of land measuring 27.83.56 ha. (343-19-00) bighas situated in FattiNeether18.09.98 Ha.and9.73.58 Ha. situated
inFattiGadej, Sub-Tehsil Neether, Distt. Kullu in favour of M/S SJVN Ltd. In the above notification the undersigned has been
appointed as Administrator for preparing the Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme (hereinafter R&R Scheme) under Section
16 of Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of the HP Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in and Acquisition, Rehabilitation
&Resettlement (Compensation, Rehabilitation and Resettlement and Development Plan) Rules, 2016 (hereinafter Rules, 2016)

for the affected families of above villages.



Rule 7 of the Rules, 2016 provides that upon publication of the preliminary notification under Section 11(1) of Act, 2013,
Administratorhas to conduct a survey and undertake a census of the affected families within a period of two months. The
notification was published in the State Gazette on dated 24.03.2020 and in the newspapers on dated 01.05.2020. Keeping in view
the last date of publication, door to door survey and census of the affected families was required to be completed by 30.06.2020.
But due to Covid-19 and transfer of concerned Naib Tehsildar, this task could not be started and completed within the stipulated
period. Therefore, request was made to the Addl. Chief Secretary (MPP & Power) to the Govt. of HP vide letter N0.862/DRA
dated 07.07.2020 for extension of survey and census work till 31.08.2020.

Before start of door to door survey and census the provision of the Act 2013 and Rules 2016 were gone through thoroughly, the
definitions given in the Act 2013 were found appropriate to discuss the samewhich are relevant for the preparation of the draft
Resettlement and Resettlement Scheme. Therefore, such definitions providedunder Section 3 of the Act2013, are reproduced

as under: -

c) “Affected Family” includes:

a) A family whose land or other immovable property has been acquired.

b) A family which does not own any land but a member or member of such family may be agricultural labourers, tenants
including any form of tenancy or holding of usufruct right, share croppers or artisans or who may be working in the
affected area for three year prior to the acquisition of land, whose primary source of livelihood stand affected by the
acquisition of land.

c) The Schedule Tribes and other traditional forest dwellers who have lost any of their forest rights recognized under the
Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act2006 due to acquisition of
land.

d) Family whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is dependent on forest or
water bodies and includes gatherers of forest produce, hunters, fishers folk and boatmen and livelihood is affected due to

acquisition of the land.
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e) A member of the familywho has been assigned land by the State Government or the Central Government under any of its

scheme and such land is under acquisition.
f) A family residing on any land in the urban areas for proceeding three years or more prior to the acquisition of land or
whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is affected by the acquisition of such

land.

k) “Displaced Family”means any family, who on account of acquisition of land has to be relocated and resettled from the

affected area to the resettlement area.

m) “Eamily” includes a person, his or her spouse minor children, minor brother and minor sister dependent on him

provided that widows, divorcees and women deserted by families shall be considered separate families

Explanation- An adult of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependents shall be considered as a separate family

for the purpose of this Act.

r“Land owner” includes any person;

(i) Whose name is recorded as the owner of the land or building or part thereof, in the record of the authority concerned; or

(if) Any person who is granted forest rights under the Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of
Forest Rights) Act 2006 or under any other law for the time being in force; or

(ii)who is entitled to be granted Patta rights on the land under any law of the State including assigned lands; or

(iv)any person who has been declared as such by an order of the court or authority.

4. Thus, in view of the provision given in the definition of the word “family” vide clause (m) of section 3 of the Ac2013, it is quite
clear that for the purposes of this Act and for the finalization of the Resettlement and Rehabilitation Scheme, the adult members

of a household of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependants areto be considered as a separate family. And
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all such families shall be in the category of the “affected families” if they satisfy the conditions laid in sub clause (i) to (vi) of the
clause (c) of Section 3 of the Act 2013which defines the “affected family”.

. After joining of Naib Tehsildar, the field survey and census work started by the field revenue staff of Sub Tehsil Neethar. There
are 328 and 107 landowners of FattiNeethar and Gadej respectively. Out of above landowners some landowners were residing at
unknown places as their address was not forthcoming even after making enquiry from neighbour landowners. | also visited the
site on dated 06 and 07-08-2020 and field staff were given aware of the provisions of the Act and Rules. During discussion, the
field staff reported difficulties being faced by them in collection of data were sorted out and also met with the deputationists of
FattiNeether/Dehra and Gadej. They were also persuaded to assists the field staff in collection of data and to find out the
address/Mobile Nos. of those landowners who are residing out of the affected area. During the above visit land at both sites were
also seen which is contiguous to right bank of river Satluj and area is agriculture land but some portion of land of Gadej is barren

and some portion undulated due to extraction of sand and stones.

Finally even after hindrance due to Covid-19 and field difficulties, survey of all kind of trees, structures enumerated in the
presence of landowners and after door to door survey & census data pertaining to landowners and tenants their land holding,
Aadhar No., land under acquisition, landless agriculture labourers who lost livelihood due to acquisition of land, common and
Govt. property under acquisition, displaced families, infrastructure in the affected area, traders or businesses, village artisans in
the affected area, landless and houseless families and Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes families, handicapped or

physically challenged persons in the affected area etc. were collected.

Now before finalising the R&R Scheme it is pertinent to mention here that the Second Schedule of the Act, 2013 provides the
elements of Rehabilitation and Resettlement Entitlements for all the affected families (Both land owners and the families whose
livelihood is primarily dependent on land acquired) in addition to those provided in the First Schedule. On the basis of this
Schedule all elements of Rehabilitation and Resettlement entitlements is required to be worked out. Therefore for the sack of

convenience to work out the entitlements the relevant provision is reproduced as under:-

8. On the basis of data collected under Section 16(1) to 16(3) of the Act, 2013 and Rule 7(1) to 7(4) of the Rules 2016and other
related records this draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme Fatti-wise was drawn up strictly keeping in view the above

entitlements in respect of affected families defined under Section 3(c)(i) to 3(c)(v) and 3(m) of the Act2013which is as under:-

FattiNeethar

In this Fatti land measuring 18.09.98 Ha. from 328 landowners is under acquisition which is contiguous to right bank of river

Satluj and this area is known as “Shanah”. Prior to bifurcation of Gram Panchayat Neether Shanah was part of Neether

Panchayat but during 1995 this Panchayat was bifurcated and separate Gram Panchayat Dehra came into existence. The

geological area of “Shanah” which was earlier part of GP Neethar was now formed the part of Gram Panchayat Dehra, though

landowners of “Shanah” are resident of both Panchayats. But in the revenue record both Panchayats falls in FattiNeether and

under this Fatti area right from river bank to top of the hill falls. Whereas both Gram Panchayat is divided byroad and geological

area below road including “Shanah” falls in Gram Panchayat Dehra and geological area above road falls in Gram Panchayat

Neether. In view of this, landowners of both panchayats were included in the survey and census for R&R entitlements.
