ORDER

Sunni Dam Hydro Electric Project (382 MW) has been allotted to M/s SJVN Ltd.,
which is a joint venture of Government of India and Government of Himachal
Pradesh, for construction and operation. For the execution of this project the
Govt. of H.P. in the Deptt. Of MPP & Power has issued notification No. MPP-F(5)-
8/2018-1l dated 19-1-2021 u/s 11 (1) of the RFCTLARR, Act, 2013 for acquisition of
land measuring 44-25-41 hectare situated in mohal Lunsu, Khaira, Jaishi, Bharara,
Talah, Ogli, Kothi, Malgi, Bathora, Pandoa, Grehna Tehsil Sunni and Mohal Jhunjan
and Majhrog of Tehsil Kumarsain, District Shimla H.P.

Out of the total private land measuring 44-25-41 Hectares to be acquired, land
area measuring 43-14-98 hectares lies in 11 villages of Tehsil Sunni, District Shimla

and land area measuring 1-10-43 hectare falls in 2 revenue villages of Tehsil
Kumarsain, District Shimla.

The Additional District Magistrate (P) Shimla was appointed as Administrator for
the purpose of preparing Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme under Section
16 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of the Right to Fair
Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation. and
Resettlement (Compensation, Rehabilitation and Resettlement and Development
Plan) Rules, 2016 for the affected families of the above villages. Administrator has
conducted the survey and census of affected families and has prepared a detailed
draft Rehabilitation & Resettlement scheme for the affected families as per the
provisions contained in RFCTLARR, Act-2013. Draft R&R Scheme was given wide
publicity by publication in the official gazette and in two daily news papers
circulated in the locality and was discussed in the concerned gram sabhas as
required under section 16 of the Act. Public hearings were also conducted by the

Officers authorized by the Administrator on different dates mentioned in the
scheme.

The State Govt. vide notification dated 07.02.2023 has constituted a Commijttee
headed by District Collector under the Provisions of Section 45 of the Act ibig for
reviewing the progress and implementation of this R&R Scheme. The draft R&R
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Scheme prepared by the R&R Administrator and has been recommended by the
said Committee for approval.

A meeting was conducted on 10-03-2023 with the R&R Administrator (Additional
District Magistrate - P, Shimla), representative of SDO (C) Shimla (R), Land
Acquisition Officer and General Manager of the Sunni HEP to discuss the R&R
Scheme and to address the grievances raised by some of project affected persons
who have submitted written objections to the said scheme. The R&R Scheme was
examined in detail and various related issues regarding the entitlements of the
affected families as per Schedule-ll & Ill. The R&R Administrator was asked to
clarify the position on the low attendance of affected families in the public
hearings and to file reply on the representations received before me requesting
inadequate publicity of the Scheme. The ADM (P), Shimla has submitted point
wise clarification on the issues pointed out. | have given thoughtful consideration
and has minutely perused the R&R Scheme including the clarifications given by
the ADM(P). it has been specifically clarified that the draft R&R Scheme has given
wide publicity in the locality as required under the rules and during the public
hearing there were maximum presence of the affected persons in support of
which videography was carried out at the spot. The infirmities/shortcomings

pointed out in the meeting dated 10-3-23 stand duly addressed by the District
Collector.

Now |, Sandeep Kadam, (IAS), Divisional commissioner, Shimla Division and
Commissioner Rehabilitation & Resettlement in exercise of power under Section-
18 of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act of 2013, do hereby accord approval to the
Rehabilitation & Resettlement Scheme prepared by the R&R Administrator-cum-
Additional District Magistrate (P) Shimla for the affected families of land
acquisition falling within the jurisdiction of District Shimla subject to the
condition that R&R Administrator shall incorporate the legal heirs of all deceased
persons in the Scheme before finalizing the award.

BACKGROUND, HISTORY AND PROVISON FOR THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:

Sunni Dam Hydro Electric Project (382 MW) has been allotted to the M/S SJVN Limited which is joint venture of Govt. of India and
Govt. of Himachal Pradesh vide letter No. HPDOE/CE (Energy)/ Luhri HEP/Vol-11/2017-4679-80Dated 29.08.2017 of the Director, Energy,
HP for construction and operation. For the execution of above project, the Govt. of HP department of MPP & Power has issued notification
No. MPP-F(5)-8/2018-1I dated 19.01.2021 under section 11(1) of the RFCTLARR, Act-2013 hereinafter act, 2013 for land measuring
44-25-41 Hectare (588.00 Bigha) situated in Mohal Lunsu, Khaira, Jaishi, Bharara, Talah, Ogli, Kothi, Malgi, Bathora, Pandoa, Grehana
of Tehsil Sunni and Mohal Jhunjan& Majrog Tehsil Kumarsain, Distt. Shimla (H.P)in favour of M/S SJTVN Ltd. In the above notification
the ADM, Shimla has been appointed as administrator for preparing the Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme hereinafter R&R Scheme
ws 16 of the act, 2013 read with Rule-7 of the HP RECTLARR (Compensation, Rehabilitaion & Resettlment and Development Plan)

Rule-2016 hereinafter Rules, 2016 for the affected families of above villages. Further, ADM, Shimla vide his office letter no. SML-Rev
(Land Acq.)-2020/-1617 dated 06.03.2021 has directed the SDM, Shimla(Rural) and SDM, Kumarsain even letter no dated 08.06.2021 to
proceed further as per provisions of ibid act and rules.

Rule 7 of the Rules, 2016 provides that Administrator has to conduct a survey and undertake a census of the affected families within a
period of two months. Keeping in view the direction given by HP Govt. door to door survey and census of the affected families was
required to be completed w.e.f. 20.02.2021 to 19.04.2021. But due to Covid-19 this task could not be completed within the stipulated
period. After completing survey and census work, Tehsildar, Sunni and Kumarsain detailed draft of R&R Scheme for Mohal Lunsu,
Khaira, Jaishi Bharara, Talah, Ogli, Kothi, Malgi, Bathora, Pandoa, Grehana, Tehsil Sunni and Mohal Jhunjan& Majrog, Tehsil
Kumarsain, Distt. Shimla prepared as per provision in HP RFCTLARR, Act-2013.

Before start of door-to-door survey and census the provisions of the Act 2013 and Rules 2016 were gone through thoroughly, the definitions
given in the Act 2013 were found appropriate to discuss the same which are relevant for the preparation of the draft Resettlement and

Resettlement Scheme. Therefore, such definitions provided under Section 3 of the Act 2013, are reproduced as under: -
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2. PERIOD FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:

o Land is being Acquired for reservoir purpose. Therefore, this Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme shall be implemented  six
months prior to submergence of land.
. Families being displaced are rehabilitated well before taking possession of dwelling houses.
o Rehabilitation and Resettlement monitory benefits detailed in this scheme be paid to the affected families along with compens ation of

land.

3. DEFINATIONS: -

¢) “Affected Family” includes:

i) A family whose land or other immovable property has been acquired.

ii) A family which does not own any land but a member or member of such family may be agricultural labourers, tenants including any
form of tenancy or holding of usufruct right, share croppers or artisans or who may be working in the affected area for three year prior
to the acquisition of land, whose primary source of livelihood stand affected by the acquisition of land.

iii) The Schedule Tribes and other traditional forest dwellers who have lost any of their forest rights recognized under the Schedule Tribes
and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act2006 due to acquisition of land.

iv) Family whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the Purchase of land is dependent on forest or water bodies and
includes gatherers of forest produce, hunters, fisher’s folk and boatmen and livelihood is affected due to acquisition of land.

v) A member of the family who has been assigned land by the State Government or the Central Government under any of its scheme and

such land is under acquisition of land.
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vi) A family residing on any land in the urban areas for proceeding three years or more prior to the acquisition of land or whose primary

source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is affected by the acquisition of land.

k) “Displaced Family“means any family, who on account of acquisition of land has to be relocated and resettled from the affected area

to the resettlement area.

m) “Family” includes a person, his or her spouse minor children, minor brother and minor sister dependent on him

provided that widows, divorcees and women deserted by families shall be considered separate families

Explanation- An adult of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependents shall be considered as a separate family for the

purpose of this Act.

r) “Land owner” includes any person;

(i) Whose name is recorded as the owner of the land or building or part thereof, in the record of the authority concerned; or

(ii) Any person who is granted forest rights under the Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest
Rights) Act 2006 or under any other law for the time being in force; or

(iii)who is entitled to be granted Patta rights on the land under any law of the State including assigned lands; or

(iv)any person who has been declared as such by an order of the court or authority.

3.1 Thus, in view of the provisions given in the definition of the word “family” vide clause (m) of section 3 of the Ac2013, it is quite clear
that for the purposes of this Act and for the finalization of the Resettlement and Rehabilitation Scheme, the adult members of a household
of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependants are to be considered as a separate family and all such families shall be
in the category of the “affected families” if they satisfy the conditions laid in sub clause (i) to (vi) of the clause (c) of Section 3 of the Act
2013 which defines the “affected family”.
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3.2 The field survey and census work started by the field revenue staff of Tehsil Sunni and Kumarsain on 20.02.2021. There are 1773
landowners of Tehsil Sunni and Kumarsain. Out of above landowners some landowners were residing at unknown places as their address
was not forthcoming even after making enquiry from neighbour landowners. The field staff reported difficulties being faced by them in
collection of data and to find out the address/Mobile Nos. of those landowners who are residing out of the affected area. The land is
contiguous to left bank of river Satluj.

3.3 Finally even after hindrance due to Covid-19 and field difficulties, survey of all kind of trees, structures enumerated in the presence of
landowners and after door to door survey & census data pertaining to landowners and tenants their land holding, Aadhar No., land under
acquisition , landless agriculture labourers who lost livelihood due to acquisition of land, common and Govt. property under acquisition
, displaced families, infrastructure in the affected area, traders or businesses, village artisans in the affected area, landless and houseless
families and Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes families, handicapped or physically challenged persons in the affected area etc. were

collected.
