A) PERIOD FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:

* Families being displaced are rehabilitated well before taking possession of dwelling houses.

B) BACKGROUND, HISTORY AND PROVISON FOR THE REHABILITATION AND RESETTLEMENT SCHEME:
1. Luhri Hydro Electric Project Stage-I (210 MW) has been allotted to the M/S SIVN Limited which is Joint venture of Govt. of India
and Govt. of Himachal Pradesh vide letter No. HPDOE/CE(Energy) Luhri HEP/Vol. 11/20117 4679-80 dated 29.08.20170f the
Director, Energy, HP for construction and operation.
2. Notification for Social impact Assessment study had been issued by deptt of MPP & Power, Govt of HP on 5.1.2018 HP u/s 3 of
the HPRFCTLARR ( Social impact assessment and consent ) Rules 2015and accordingly SIA Study was awarded to AFC India Ltd.
/ by HIPA Govt of HP. As per the time limit, Social Impact Assessment study had to complete within 6 months from the date of

notification in all respects ( publishing of draft report, conducting public hearing u/s 5, incorportaions of suggestions/
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objections of Local public and after finalization and submission of Social Impact Asssment report to GOHP ). Accordingly
Social Impact Assessment report had been submitted to HIPA on 4.7.2018 by AFC India Ltd. and in turn submitted to Govt of HP
by HIPA and uploaded by HIPA on his official website .

- Expert group committee was constituted by Revenue Deptt. Govt. of HP on dated 19.7.18 and partially modified on 14.08.18.
Expert group comittee submitted their recommendations and report to GoHP on 15.9.2018.

4, On the recommmendations of Expert group committee, notification u/s 8(2) of the Act 2013 issued by Deptt. of MPP & Power
GoHP on dated 17.11.2018 wherein it was recommended to SIVN to acquire the land with the objectives for construction of
Luhri Hydro Elctric Project Stage | .

5. For the execution of above project, the Govt. of HP department of MPP & Power has issued preliminary notification No. MPP-
F(5)-11/2016-I-loose dated 03.06.2020 under Section 11(1) of the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in and
Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement Act, 2013 ( hereinafter Act, 2013) for the acquisition of land measuring 01-30-85
hact. situated in Mohal Naula, Tehsil Kumarsain, Distt. Shimla in favour of M/S SJVN Ltd. In the above notification the
undersigned has been appointed as Administrator for preparing the Rehabilitation and Resettlement scheme ( hereinafter R&R
Scheme) under Section 16 of Act, 2013 read with Rule 7 of the HP Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in and
Acquisition, Rehabilitation & Resettlement (Compensation, Rehabilitation and Resettlement and Development Plan) Rules,

2016 ( hereinafter Rules, 2016) for the affected families of above villages.

6. Rule 7 of the Rules, 2016 provides that upon publication of the preliminary notification under Section 11(1) of Act, 2013,
Administrator has to conduct a survey and undertake a census of the affected families within a period of two months. The
notification was published in the State Gazette on dated 22.07.2020 and in the newspapers on dated 10.07.2020. Keeping in
view the last date of publication, door to door survey and census of the affected families was required to be completed by
21.09.2020. The administrartor R&R has constituted a committee comprisingof SDO(Civil) Kumarsain Chairman, BDO Narkanda

member, Veterinary Officer Shawat Sub-Tehsil Kotgarh member to conduct a survey and undertake a census of the affected
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families vide order No. SML —Rev-(Land Acq) 2020 - 654 -58 dated 01.07.2020. However due to Covid19 and panchayat
election, this task could not be started and completed within the stipulated period. SDM Kumarsain involved Tehsildar

Kumarsain and his field revenue staff of the Kotgarh for completing the task. The task completed on 01.02.2020.

Before start of door-to-door survey and census, the provisions of the Act 2013 and Rules 2016 were gone through thoroughly,
the definitions given in the Act 2013 were found appropriate to discuss the same which are relevant for the preparation of the
draft Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme. Therefore, such definitions provided under Section 3 of the Act 2013, are

reproduced as under: -

c) “Affected Family” includes:

a) A family whose land or other immovable property has been acquired.

b) A family which does not own any land but a member or members of such family may be agricultural labourers, tenants
including any form of tenancy or holding of usufruct right, share croppers or artisans or who may be working in the
affected area for three years prior to the acquisition of land, whose primary source of livelihood stand affected by the
acquisition of land.

¢) The Schedule Tribes and other traditional forest dwellers who have lost any of their forest rights recognized under the
Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act2006 due to acquisition of land.

d) Family whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is dependent on forest or water
bodies and includes gatherers of forest produce, hunters, fishers folk and boatmen and livelihood is affected due to
acquisition of the land.

e) A member of the family who has been assigned land by the State Government or the Central Government under any of its

scheme and such land is under acquisition.
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f) A family residing on any land in the urban areas for proceeding three years or more prior to the acquisition of land or

whose primary source of livelihood for three years prior to the acquisition of land is affected by the acquisition of such
land.

k) “Displaced Family” means any family, who on account of acquisition of land has to be relocated and resettled from the

affected area to the resettlement area.
m) “Family” includes a person, his or her spouse minor children, minor brothers and minor sisters dependent on him
Provided that widows, divorcees and women deserted by families shall be considered separate families

Explanation- An adult of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependents shall be considered as a separate

family for the purpose of this Act.

r)“Land owner” includes any person;

(1))Whose name is recorded as the owner of the land or building or part thereof, in the record of the authority concerned;

or
/ (ii) Any person who is granted forest rights under the Schedule Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of

Forest Rights) Act 2006 or under any other law for the time being in force; or
(iii)who is entitled to be granted Patta rights on the land under any law of the State including assigned lands; or

(iv)any person who has been declared as such by an order of the court or authority.
8. Thus, in view of the provision given in the definition of the word “family” vide clause (m) of section 3 of the Act 2013, it is quite

clear that for the purposes of this Act and for the finalization of the Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme, the adult

members of a household of either gender with or without spouse or children or dependants are to be considered as a separate
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family. And all such families shall be in the category of the “affected families” if they satisfy the conditions laid in sub clause (i)

to (vi) of the clause (c) of Section 3 of the Act 2013 which defines the “affected family”.

9. The field survey and census work started by members of the committee along with Tehsildar Kumarsain and field revenue staff

of Sub Tehsil. There are 132 landowners of Mohal Naula. Out of above landowners, some landowners were residing at
unknown places as their address was not forthcoming even after making enquiry from neighbour landowners. The committee
members and Tehsildar Kumarsain also reported difficulties being faced by them in collection of data which was sorted out by
deputing field revenue staff for completeing the task. Tehsildar Kumarsain also persuaded to assists the field staff in collection
of data and to find out the address/ Mobile No’s. of those landowners, who are residing out of the affected area. During the

visit of SDM (Kumarsain), land was also seen which is contiguous to left bank of river Satluj and area is barren.

Finally even after hindrance due to Covid-19 and code of conduct due to panchayat level elections and field difficulties i.e non
co-operation of the affected landowners, survey of all kind of trees, structures enumerated in the presence of landowners and
after door to door survey & census data pertaining to landowners and tenants their land holding, Aadhar No., land under
acquisition, landless agriculture labourers who lost livelihood due to acquisition of land, common and Govt. property under
acquisition, displaced families, infrastructure in the affected area, traders or businesses, village artisans in the affected area,
landless and houseless families and Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes families, handicapped or physically challenged

persons in the affected area etc. were collected.
Now before finalising the R&R Scheme it is pertinent to mention here that the Second Schedule of the Act, 2013 provides the

elements of Rehabilitation and Resettlement Entitlements for all the affected families (Both land owners and the families

whose livelihood is primarily dependent on land acquired) in addition to those provided in the First Schedule. On the basis of

Above draft R&R Scheme has been given wide publicity in the affected area in accordance with provision of relevant Act and Rules. After wide
publicity of above draft scheme 3 week notice was served upon the interested persons intimating therein date, time and venue of public
hearing and to file objections, if any, with regard to above draft scheme. Accordingly, public hearing for Mohal Naula was fixed for 26.07.2021

and SDM Kumarsain conducted the hearing. On this date affected persons were heard properly and their suggestions and objections were
recorded which is as under: -

During above public hearing 64 land owners of village Naula/ interested persons attended the hearing on 26.07.2021, attendance sheet with
signature of persons who attended the public hearing is however, attached for reference as per annexure-A. In the hearing following

interested persons shared their views and some observations with regard to draft R&R scheme which is being discussed hereinafter.
Landowners along with following officials and public representative participated in this public hearing.

Tehsildar, Kumarsain started the hearing on behalf of administration and explained the provision of HP RFCTLARR (Compensation,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement and Development Plan) Rules, 2016 to the affected landowners of Mohal Naula due to construction of LHEP

Stage-I. Further, the SDM, Kumarsain and representative from SJVN apprised the land owners about all the provision of R&R plan in detail.

Lastly, the landowners were invited to offer their views and suggestions which are as under:
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Common suggestions / objections of Project Affected Panchayats / Individuals

1. The landowners suggested that all the project affected areas of Gram Panchayat Samathala and Gram Panchayat Kirti should be

provided with lift drinking water and irrigation scheme.

Reply: Matter for Lift irrigation scheme for left out agricultural land and lift drinking water scheme in Gram Panchayat
Shamathla and Kirti was raised by public. In this regard it is submitted that there is no such provision for lift irrigation scheme in
the Act ibid but as far as lift drinking water scheme in project affected panchayats is concerned, it is for the State Govt. to

decide under LADA guidelines.

& Compensation for crop damage due to dust/pollution caused by construction work for LHEP Stage-| be provided.
Reply: Crop compensation if applicable, will be provided as per the provision of the Act ibid.

3. Provision for damage to land/building due to blasting work during construction work should be provided.
Reply: Such compensation if applicable will be provided as per the provision of the Act ibid.

4, Unemployed people of project affected areas should be given employment as per their qualification.

Reply: It is the obligation on the part of Requiring Body to provide employment to those families who have opted for it.
Therefore, Requiring Body must ensure that employment as per their qualification and skill and employment shall be provided

to such person as per provision under Sr. 4(a) of the Second Schedule of the Act ibid. However, while providing employment,

reference must be given to the landless families, vulnerable groups, handicapped, disabled persons whose land is being
acquired by the project.
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5. Fishing Rights to project affected family in dam site to be granted by government.

Reply: In this regard it is submitted that decision on such issues shall be taken by the State Govt at appropriate level under
LADA policy/framework.

6. All project affected families present in the public hearing demanded that LADF under LADA should be spent in development of
project affected area only.

Reply: In this regard it is submitted that decision on such issues shall be taken by the State Govt at appropriate level under
LADF policy/framework.

7. Pradhan, Gram Panchayat Bhutti vide resolution no. 07 dated 25.07.2021 requested to declare G.P Bhutti as project affected

area asthe Gram Panchayat Bhutti is adjoining Panchayat where the construction activity of project is being carried out and
will also get effected from environmental perspective.

Reply: In this regard it is submitted that the State Govt may take decision after consultation with the Project authorities under
LADA policy/guidelines.

Specific objections/suggestions of individual land owners

8. Sh. Bhawani Dutt s/o Tilak Raj s/o Raghu Nand village Bahira Mohal Nuala informed that if his land is acquired in Mohal Nuala
by SJIVN then he will become landless.

Reply: Sh. Bhawani Dutt S/o Sh. Tilak Raj resident of Vill. Bhaira, Mohal Naula has raised the objection during public hearing that
if his land in Mohla Naula will get acquired by SIVN then he will become landless. In this regard, it is submitted that after
scrutiny of revenue record of Mohal Naula it comes to the notice that 00-00-35 hac. of land according to 1/40 share in Khata /
Khatoni 134/276 Khsra No. 559,569,570,571, 572, 578 and 580 total land 00-13-88 hac. is being acquired by SJVN. However, it is
submitted that on enquiry it comes to the notice that Late Sh. Tilak Raj father of Sh. Bhawani Dutt is having 00-00-80 hectare

land in Khata/Khatoni No. 131/273 Mohal Naula. The Mutation of Late Sh. Tilak Raj has not been entered in the revenue record
so far because Legal Heirs of Late Sh. Tilak Raj never turned to the Patwar Circle for above mutation. It is further submitted that
Late Sh.Tilak Raj is having 4 legal heir, one of whom is Sh. Bhawani Dutt. Therefore, when the mutation will get materialzed Sh.
Bhawani Dutt will get 00-00-20 hectare land according to his share. As far as present situation is concerned after the above
acquisition Sh. Bhawani Dutt will not have any land in his own name in village Naula and elsewhere in Himachal Pradesh as

stated by him.

Sh. Hemant s/o Durga Nand resident of village Bhutti has requested that his actual name is Himmat Singh but in the draft R&R
scheme at sr. no. 18 it is shown as Hemant Chand, which should be corrected.

Reply: Sh. Hemant Chand S/o Sh. Durga Nand resident of Village Bhutti has requested that his real name is Himmat Singh as per
his PAN Card / Aadhar Card whereas, his name has been shown Hemant Chand in the R&R draft at Sr. No. 18. On the same it is
submitted that after scrutiny of revenue record of Mohal Naula it comes to notice that his name has been shown as Sh. Hemant
Chand S/o Durga Nand in the revenue record of Mohal Naula, therefore, the same can not be corrected as this draft is being
made on the basis of revenue record of Mohal Naula. Hence, Sh. Hemant S/o Durga Nand has been advised / requested to get

his name corrected in the revenue record first only then his request can be accepted.

Sh. Pawan Kumar, Village Behra: -
Children from project affected area having degree /diploma in engineering should be given employment in project.

Reply: It is the obligation on the part of Requiring Body to provide employment to those families who have opted for it.
Therefore, Requiring Body must ensure that employment as per their qualification and skill be provided to such person as per
provision under Sr. 4(a) of the Second Schedule of the Act ibid. However, while providing employment, preference must be

given to the landless families, vulnerable groups, handicapped, disabled persons whose land is being acquired by the project.

Names of 55 members of one family from their village have been shown in R&R Plan. How will each member be given their
share?

Reply: On the present query, Sh. Satish Balaik has been explained that the compensation shall be provided to each shareholder
as per their shareholding as per the provision given in the Act ibid.

Sh. Nilesh Sharma, Village Behra: -

90 percent of people don’t have complete information about R&R scheme. Therefore, various points like R&R benefits and
procedure of development work should be explained.

Reply: On the present query, raised by Sh. Nilesh Sharma, the project management and the administrator from the government

side has explained all the provisions laid under the R&R scheme to all the public personnel who were present during public
hearing.

What will happen if a family has large number of member may be explained.

Reply: On the present query, Sh.Nilesh Sharma has been explained that the compensation shall be provided to each
shareholder as per their shareholding as per the provision given in the Act ibid.

Sh. Gopal Mehta, Village Behra: -
Different benefits which shall be provided on account of acquisition of land should be explained.

Reply: All the benefits which has been given under R&R scheme has been explained to public at large as per provision of Act
ibid.

Most of the land in affected Panchayat of Shamathla is barren, Lift irrigation facility should be provided for making land
cultivable. Drinking water facility should also be provided.

Reply: Matter for Lift irrigation scheme for left out agricultural land and lift drinking water scheme in Gram Panchayat
Shamathla and Kirti was raised by public. In this regard it is submitted that there is no such provision for lift irrigation scheme in

the Act ibid but as far as lift drinking water scheme in project affected panchayats is concerned, it is for the State Govt. to
decide under LADA guidelines.

Sh. Rakesh Singha, Hon’ble MLA stressed upon that R&R issues should be resolved in the beginning of the project
construction and made the public in general aware about rules/provisions which are given in RFCTLARR Act 2013,

Reply: The Administrator has put their commitment that all issues shall be resolved in advance under the broarder
prespective of the R&R Scheme.

Project authorities should give clear plan for water supply/irrigation scheme and compensation for land, it should be as
per RFCTLARR Act 2013,

Reply: Matter for Lift irrigation scheme for left out agricultural land and lift drinking water scheme in Gram Panchayat
Shamathla and Kirti was raised. In this regard it is submitted that there is no such provision for lift irrigation scheme in
the Act ibid but as far as lift drinking water scheme in project affected panchayats is concerned, it is for the State Govt.
to decide under LADA guidelines.

Source of livelihood of people should not be impacted.

Reply: In Mohal Naula 01-30-85 hectare. of land is being acquired by the LHEP Stage-I in which no livelihood is getting
impacted as per survey done by the Revenue staff of Sub Tehsil Kotgarh.

Amount under LADF should be utilized in project affected panchayats as per LADA policy for development of the
affected area

Reply: In this regard it is submitted that decision on such issues shall be taken by the State Govt at appropriate level
under LADF policy/framework.
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V) Bhutti and Kiriti panchayat should also be included in project affected panchayat.

Reply: Hon’ble MLA Theog has also requested to include Gram Panchayat Bhutti and GP Kiriti under the project affected
area scheme, in this respects/ issues, it is for the State Government to decide under LADA guidelines.

Lastly, he emphasized over that we should create a balance situation where people from affected areas as well as state
of Himachal Pradesh will develop simultaneously.

16. Apart from this some landowners have requested to correct their name and some have requested to include the legal heirs of
landowners who have died.

Reply/Action: All the pending mutation of all landowners of village Naula has already been done under Patwar Circle Shamathla.

After the Public Hearing at Village Naula on dated 26.07.2021, opportunity have been given to all stakeholders that if there is more
grievances and suggestion the same may be submitted in the office of Sub Divisional Officer (Civil) Kumarsian, Tehsildar, Kumarsian

and Niab Tehsildar, kotgarh in the next six working day, after that final draft shall be drafted and no further grievances/ suggestion
will be entertained.

Following written application have been received from the affected Gram Panchayat and individual:

1. Gram Panchayat Shamatla:
a) Gram Panchayat Shamatla vide its resolution No. 7 of dated 30/07/2021 has requested for lift irrigation Scheme for whole
Panchayat.
b) Gram Panchayat Shamatla vide its resolution no. 11 of dated 27/07/2021 has requested that due to construction work of the
project which is being carried out in the vicinity of Gram panchayat Shamatla, heavy damage is being done due to dust/
pollution to the agriculturist/horticulturist activities in the Panchayat area and the same will happen in the years to come as

Gram Panchayat Shamatla is primarily dependent on Agriculture/Horticulture produce, therefore, the same may be taken care
off.

Reply:
a) In this regard it is submitted that there is no such provision for lift irrigation scheme in the Act ibid, but still it is for the State
Govt. to decide under LADA guidelines/policy.
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b) In this regard it is submitted that crop compensation due to construction activity of the Project has to be seen under the
provision of the Act ibid, however, Project authority shall take due care to minimise the rate of such pollution.

2. Gram Panchayat Bhutti:
Gram Panchayat Bhutti vide its resolution no. 07 dated 25.07.2021 requested to declare G.P Bhutti as project affected area as
the Gram Panchayat Bhutti is adjoining Panchayat where the construction activity of project is being carried out and will also
get effected from environmental perspective.

Reply: In this regard it is submitted that the State Govt may take decision after consultation with the Project authorities under
LADA policy/guidelines.

3. Naula Silt Clearence Sehkari Sabha, Tehsil Kumarsian, District Shimla:
Naula Silt Clearence Sehkari Sabha, Tehsil Kumarsian, District has requested that due to construction work of the project which
is being carried out in the vicinity of Village Naula, heavy damage is being done due to dust/ pollution to the
agriculturist/horticulturist activities in the Village area and the same will happen in years to come as Village Naula is primarily
dependent on Agriculture/Horticulture, therefore, the same may be taken care off.

Reply: In this regard it is submitted that crop compensation has to be seen widely under the provision of the Act ibid, however,
Project authority shall take due care to minimise the rate of such pollution.

4. Shri Gopal Mehta, Village Halyana, Post Office Shamatla:
Shri Gopal Mehta has requested to enhance one time compensation of Rs. 5/- lakh to Rs. 10 Lakh as Rs. 5 Lakh is very less for one
time compensation due to escalating price of land year on year basis, as the acquired land is close to National Highway.

Reply: In this context it is submitted that the Act jbid has been enacted by the parliament and nothing contrary to it can be done by
anybody / institution except the Parliament itself.

5. Shri Rakesh Singh, Village Shatla, Sub Tehsil kotgarh:
Shri Rakesh Singh has requested for the option of one time compensation under the R&R Scheme.

Reply: The request has been accepted and the necessary change has been made at Sr.No.15 of this draft.
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Recommendation / Conclusion:

The main observation / demand of the interested person are providing employment to affected families who have opted for
employment. It is the obligation on the part of Requiring Body to provide employment to those families who have opted for it.
Therefore, Requiring Body must ensure that employment as per their qualification and skill be provided to such person as per
provision under Sr. 4(a) of the Second Schedule of the Act ibid. However, while providing employment, preference must be

given to the landless families, vulnerable groups, handicapped, disabled persons whose land is being acquired by the project.

As stated above, most of the objections / suggestions which comes during public hearing are common such as inclusion of Gram
Panchayat which adjoin project construction site, lift irrigation scheme and lift drinking water scheme in affected area,
compensation of crop loss as may be arises due to air / dust population to the crops / horticulture crops, compensation for
agriculture field and houses which may get impacted due to heavy blasting at the project site and catching fish in the reservoir
of the dam. To address all these issues, State Government’s as well as project body shall take appropriate decision as per there

prevailing policies / Act ibid and the same need to be brought to the notice of the affected persons within reasonable time.

After finalization of this scheme, any alteration / addition and correction required in the R&R scheme shall be conveyed to the

undersigned for taking necessary correction, please.
